Teams within the “Umpiring bye”’system must provide umpires for the fixtures in the grades as

specified.

The table below outlines each playing grade and the corresponding grade they will provide umpires for.

040 Div1 Provides umpires for 0 50 Div1
0 40 Div 2 Provides umpires for 0O 50 Div 2

0O 40 Div 3* No allocation — it is suggested
that this grade help with club
allocations on their bye
040 Div4 Provide one umpire for Their own game
O50Div1 Provides umpires for 040Div1
O 50 Div 2 Provides umpires for O 40 Div 2
O 50 Div 3 Provides one umpire for Their own game
0O 60 Div1 Provides one umpire for Their own game

* Metro 4 Men will be umpiring this grade.

Penalties for umpire ‘no shows’ in 2011 are stipulated in the Hockey WA Affiliation Rules. These

penalties are;

e First offence per team - $75.00 and 0.1 point per umpire
e 2nd and subsequent offences per team -$100.00 and 0.2 points per umpire
