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Following a review conducted at the end of the 2010 season, the umpire allocation process has been slightly
amended for 2011. As per last year, where there is a bye team, they will provide eight umpires to cover the
weekend’s fixtures in an equivalent or lower grade. Grades with an even number of competing teams will provide
an umpire each for every fixture.

The table below outlines each competition and the corresponding grade they will provide umpires for when they
are allocated the Umpiring Duty.

Penalties for umpire ‘no shows’ in 2011 are stipulated in the Hockey WA Affiliation Rules. These penalties are;

First offence per team - $75.00 and 0.1 point per umpire

e 2nd and subsequent offences per team -$100.00 and 0.2 points per umpire
